1. On the ribbon, click Assemble tab Relationships panel Assemble .
2. Select geometry on the component that changes position.

3. Select geometry on the component that remains in position.

4. Enter an offset or angle value, if applicable.
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5. Change the solution type, if necessary.

1. In the Name list, click the assembly you just created, or click Browse to locate the drawing.
2. In the lower-left corner, select Explode.
3. Click OK.

How do | make parts move in assembly in Inventor?

To move components in an assembly, click (Free Move) in the Assemble tab > Position panel, and
select the component to move in the graphics window. Alternatively, you can select the component in
the graphics window, right-click and select Free Move. Hold the left mouse button, and drag the
component to a new location.

How do you edit parts in Inventor?

Right-click the part, and then select Edit Feature. Use the sketch and feature commands to add, edit, or
delete features. Save the part file. The changes you make are reflected in all occurrences of the part in
the assembly file (and other assemblies that use the part).

How do you constrain assemblies in Inventor?

The Constrain command is on the Assemble tab, in the Relationships panel. First, click the Constrain
command and a window will pop up. There are 4 tabs: Assembly, Motion, Transitional, and Constraint
Set. The one we will use first is the Assembly.

What is an assembly drawing?

A drawing which displays the parts of a machine or a machine unit assembled in their relative working
positions is known as assembly drawing.

What is the difference between mate and flush?

Mate: two surfaces face to face. Flush: two surfaces side by side or two edges side by side.

How do | constrain in Inventor 20217
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On the ribbon, click Assemble tab Relationships panel Constrain .

In the dialog box, under Type, click Insert constraint .

Select the first arc or circle edge.

Select the second arc or circle edge to constrain to the first selection.
Enter an offset value, if applicable.

Can you create assemblies in AutoCAD?

Open Assembly-1a. dwg, which is located in the tutorials drawings folder. Click Home tab Create
Design panel Assembly drop-down Create Assembly Find.

How do you merge parts in AutoCAD?

1. Click Home tab Modify panel Join. Find.
2. Select a source object or select multiple objects to join together.
3. Valid objects include lines, arcs, elliptical arcs, polylines, 3D polylines, and splines.

How do you create moving parts in AutoCAD?

How do you move components in assembly?

1. On the ribbon, click Assemble tab Position panel Free Move .
2. Click the component to drag to the new location.
3. Release the mouse button to drop the component.

Can you edit assembly?

Make the necessary changes to the part. To return to editing the assembly, right-click the assembly
name in the FeatureManager design tree, or right-click anywhere in the graphics area, and select Edit
Assembly: , or click Edit Component .

How do you extrude Assembly in Inventor?

Create an extrusion terminating at a distance from a face Click 3D Model tab Create panel Extrude . If
there is only one profile in the sketch, it is selected automatically. Otherwise, select a sketch profile.
Select the face, work plane, or surface from which to start the extrusion.

How do | edit a drawing in Inventor?

1. Double-click the sketch icon in the browser.
2. Right-click the sketch in the browser and choose Edit Sketch or Edit 3D Sketch.
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3. Right-click the sketch plane in the graphics area and choose Edit Sketch or Edit 3D Sketch.

What is the difference between joint and constraint in Inventor?

The Constrain and Assemble commands are legacy methods of positioning components and gradually
eliminating degrees of freedom (DOF) using constraints. The Joint command reduces the complexity of
component relationships. Use Joint to position a component and fully define the motion.
