2. Click the Render In KeyShot button on the Application Bar. The 3D data will be transferred from

Fusion 360 to KeyShot.
3. To update any changes made in Fusion 360, click the button again, and it will update the scene.

Fusion 360 has basic analysis and simulation tools, while
SOLIDWORKSâ€™ analysis and simulation features are much more comprehensive. Fusion 360 has
decent scuplt tools while SOLIDWORKS doesnâ€™t.

While
advertised as a monthly subscription, Luxion requires users to pay the full 12-month price up-front.

You can use Task Scheduler to manage rendering tasks you set up in PhotoView or animation tasks
you set up in Motion Studies. You must start the tasks in PhotoView or Motion Studies before you can
manage them in Task Scheduler.

When you mouse-click Render Tools and Display Manager, you will see options to create a scene, add
and adjust lighting, and also the option to add a camera if you like. Once youâ€™re finished, you can
click on Final Render to invoke a PhotoView 360 rendering.

How many frames do you need for a turntable animation?

When creating a turntable, you should use an even number of frames to ensure that there is a
consistent rotation while the model makes its full 360 turn. You should use no fewer than 12 frames, but
for this example, weâ€™ve used 24.
